Eligibility Requirements
REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL
SCHOLARSHIPS

All of the foundation scholarships require
the following:
1. Applicant must be an active member in
good standing with the fraternity for a
minimum of one academic semester or term.
2. The official application form must be
completed in its entirety and submitted by
April 15.
3. ALL official grade transcripts (including
current and former institutions) must be
received by the National Scholarship Awards
Committee at the National Headquarters
directly from the applicant’s Registrar no later
than April 15. Fall transcripts are acceptable.
4. The applicant must have earned a “B”
average for all academic work completed at
the time of application.
5. The applicant must submit a letter to the
National Scholarship Awards Committee
detailing the applicant’s vocational objectives
as well as contributions or leadership to their
chapter and campus. This letter may also
serve as a personal statement regarding how
the applicant has grown due to their
membership in Kappa Delta Rho or may
include special qualities that set the applicant
apart from others who are competing for that
scholarship. The letter must accompany the
application form.
6. The applicant must submit a letter of
recommendation from a faculty advisor.
7. A picture (digital or one that can be
scanned) of the applicant in coat and tie
must accompany the application.
8. All scholarship awards will be announced
during the National Convention and
Leadership School. Those not attending will
be notified in writing.
9. It shall be solely within the discretion of the
National Scholarship Awards Committee
whether to award any, all, or no scholarships.
10. Applicants must have attained at least
sophomore class status as certified by their
transcript. Sophomore status refers to the
progress of the applicant through their
curriculum and not chronological residence
period.

Eligibility
An undergraduate member from any chapter,
who meets all of the requirements listed above
“Requirements for All Scholarships,” may
apply for any of the non-chapter specific
scholarships. Please note that some
scholarships have additional requirements.

Additionally, there are scholarships available,
as listed below, which are restricted to
members of a specific chapter or for graduate
students.

General Scholarships

The following additional guidelines apply to
the Commerford B. Martin Engineering
Scholarship:

1. This scholarship is restricted to an
engineering major who is completing their
sophomore or junior year before the August
scholarship awards.
2. Proof of acceptance into or declaration of an
engineering major must be submitted with the
application. This may include a letter from the
applicant's faculty advisor or indication of
major on the grade transcript.
3. Previous recipients are not eligible to apply
again.
4. Married and/or graduate students are not
eligible to apply.

The following additional guideline applies
to the Michael A. McCarthy Architectural
Scholarship:

1. Applicants shall be actively pursuing an
undergraduate or graduate degree in the field
of Architecture.

Graduate Scholarships

The following additional guidelines apply to
the Gordon Johnson Law Scholarship:

1. This scholarship is awarded to a member
who completed their senior year before the
August scholarship awards.
2. The applicant must have been accepted to
law school and proof of acceptance must be
sent with the application.

The following additional guidelines apply to
the Elmon M. Williams M.B.A. Scholarship:

1. This scholarship is awarded, without
restriction of major, to a member who will
complete their senior year before the August
scholarship awards.
2. The applicant must have been accepted to
the M.B.A. program before applying for the
scholarship. Proof of acceptance must be sent
with the application.

The following additional guidelines apply to
the General Graduate scholarship:

1. This scholarship is awarded to a member
who will complete their senior year before
the August scholarship awards.
2. The applicant must have been accepted to
graduate school before applying for the
scholarship. Proof of acceptance must be sent
with the application.
3. ALL transcripts, both undergraduate and
graduate, should be submitted.
